Swanage Town Council annual monitoring report for CIL income and expenditure 2022/23

Introduction
This report sets out the value of the Community Infrastructure Levy (CIL) that the Council has received and spent in 2022/23.

Community Infrastructure Levy (CIL)

CIL is a tariff-based planning charge that enables Councils to raise funds from development, to contribute to region-wide infrastructure. The levy
is charged at a set amount per square metre of additional floor area that varies depending on the development type and housing sub-market
region within the district. Dorset Council is the CIL charging authority.

Government regulations require the charging authority to pass on a proportion of its CIL receipts, known as the neighbourhood proportion, on to
local town and parish councils in whose area the chargeable development takes place. Where a neighbourhood plan has been adopted, this
proportion is 25%, and where a neighbourhood plan has not been adopted, this is 15%. Swanage has not adopted a neighbourhood plan and
therefore receives 15% of CIL receipts for developments in the parish of Swanage.

Town and parish councils must use the CIL receipts they receive to support the development of their area, or part of the area. They can fund the
following:

e The provision, improvement, replacement, operation, or maintenance of infrastructure needed to support development.
e Anything else that helps to address the demand that new development is placing on their area.
